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ACEC Member Firms responding for the 2010 Design & Construction Industry Trends Survey Report pro-

jected average revenue growth of less than 2 percent for 2010. 

On those revenues, the respondents forecast average net profit before taxes of 10.55 percent—a drop of more 

than 50 percent from their 2009 forecast. 

The survey respondents projected limited revenue growth in the Energy/Power (5.14 percent) and Transporta-

tion (3.26) sectors and forecast declines in the Buildings (-4.77 percent), Environmental (-4.06 percent), Resi-

dential (-3.94 percent), Industrial and Process (-2 percent) and Water/Wastewater (-0.7 percent) sectors. 

The primary strategies firms plan to use to boost their profit margins in these difficult economic times include: 

work more efficiently; shift to more profitable market sectors; and implement or improve quality management 

systems. At the bottom of the list were reduce staff; and outsource to foreign sources.

As I recall, the original idea for a small firm advocacy group was the brainchild of Al Miller. He and I discussed the idea 

in several telephone calls during the late 1980s. Al and Bob Hogan finally agreed on a concept and then recruited Dick 

Williams, Lee Rice, and me to meet and discuss the idea to decide if such a group had any merit. In an effort to obtain 

input from the ACEC Executive Directors, George Barbee from Kansas was invited to participate in the initial meeting. 
 

In 1989, the six of us met in Dallas for the first time. I remember that a great deal of time was spent on deciding what 

constituted a small firm for the proposed group. Several arguments were presented for a maximum firm size ranging 

from fifteen to fifty. Somehow, agreement was finally reached on a maximum small firm size of thirty employees. Al-

though valid points were argued for various maximum size numbers, we ultimately agreed that thirty seemed to be a 

point above which the management and leadership requirements of a firm changed radically, and small firm concepts no 

longer applied. Looking back, I think this was a reasonable decision, even though, at the time, I favored a smaller maxi-

mum size number. 
 

In 1989, approximately seventy-five percent of the firms in ACEC had thirty or fewer employees. While the majority of 

firms within ACEC were comprised of small firms, it was the opinion of our group that the leadership of ACEC was 

largely comprised of individuals from larger firms. As a result of this perceived lack of leadership participation, one of 

our goals was to encourage small firm leaders to become more involved in ACEC on the state and national levels. We 

thought that if the small firms wanted ACEC to be more responsive to their needs, then the leaders of these small firms 

needed to step forward and advocate those needs and desires. I recall that none us thought that representatives of the lar-

ger firms were doing a bad job in ACEC leadership roles. Our problem resulted from our thought that while many of the 

needs of large and small firms were similar, there were some areas where the needs of large and small firms differed 

greatly. We thought that if ACEC was to address these differences in a meaningful way, the small firm leaders needed to 

advocate these needs as leaders of ACEC. 

Since the formation of SFC, I think that the involvement of small firm leaders on the national level has increased signifi-

cantly. SFC has provided a forum and programs specifically designed for the smaller firms. Attendance at national meet-

ings by small firm leaders encourages their involvement in other ACEC activities beyond the small firm functions, which 

helps diversify the committees to be more responsive to all firm sizes. As SFC improves and expands, the attraction to 

join ACEC becomes greater. Several SFC leaders have gone on to serve on the ACEC Executive Committee, the Busi-

ness Insurance Trust, and the Life/Health Insurance Trust. Hopefully, this trend will continue and grow over the years to 

come. 

In retrospect, I was very privileged to have worked with Bob Hogan, Al Miller, Lee Rice, and Dick Williams during the 

conceptualization and formation of SFC. These fine leaders were a great influence on me. I am very happy that SFC has 

been and continues to be successful and a benefit to ACEC and the small member firms. If there is a disappointment, it 

would be the small number of firms that have taken advantage of membership in SFC. SFC offers value for the small 

firms, which hopefully will become increasingly evident and attract additional membership to the group in the future.
