A. VTrans Operations – Rob White  

• Updates – Funding / Budget 
o Some new programs added with IIJA compared to Fast Act program. 
o Focus is on resiliency. Major focus on bridges and culverts with added funding 

specifically for off-system bridges 
o Lot grant opportunities – some that every state will get piece of. Other grants are 

nationally competitive. 
o VTrans is still using Fast Act funding. Appropriation funding for IIJA has not 

passed yet. Not sure when the funding will be available. Possibly lingering till end 
of fiscal year. 

o Funding increase / project impact will be light the first year. Then it will ramp up 
heavily. 

o VTrans is planning to utilize a mix of project types and delivery processes, 
including Design Build projects and paving projects. 

o Inflation may reduce the amount of available funding.
